Prophetic Word for 2009:  Lifting Up the Grace of God - Heb. 13:9

Introduction 
* Heb 13:9 - “It is good for the heart to be strengthened by grace, not by foods” 
 
* The particular aspect of grace I hear God zeroing in on for us in this new year is it’s ability to lift 
 us up when we are down, to empower us when we are weak, and make us strong again 
 when we are exhausted. 
 
* Isa 40:31 says…”They who wait for the Lord shall renew their strength; they shall mount up 
 with wings like eagles; they shall run and not be weary; they shall walk and not faint.” 
 
* In 2009, I believe the Holy Spirit is saying, there is an open heaven, an open sky, a tsunami of 
 grace that’s for the taking if you want it. 
 
* To be perfectly clear, let’s define the kind of grace I’m talking about: “it’s the enablement of 
 God to meet life’s daily challenges in the same way that Jesus would.” 
 
* Paul said it this way: 
 2 Cor 1:12 “For our boast is this…the testimony of our conscience [is this]… that we 
 behaved in the world with simplicity and godly sincerity,  not by earthly wisdom but by the 
 grace of God.” 
 
* that is what we’re after in a fresh way…to live by the grace of God in 2009.

12:15 See to it that no one comes short of the grace of God; that no root of bitterness 
 springing up causes trouble, and by it many be defiled (Less strife, gossip, backbiting).
